4.3.2 Relocating the bearing components

bearing bolt Fig. 7 (24), washer Fig. 7 (26) and adjustable
foot Fig. 7 (22).

» Unscrew the bearing bolt Fig. 7 (24), complete with
washer Fig. 7 (26), re-locate it into the mounting hole on
the opposite side of the bearing block and tighten again.

A top
cupboard Fig. 10 (2) can be added above the appliance in
order to bring the appliance Fig. 10 (1) up to the height of the
fitted kitchen units.

When fitting kitchen cupboards around the appliance (max.
depth 580 mm), you can install the appliance directly next
to the kitchen cupboard Fig. 10 (3). The appliance protrudes
34 mm * to the side and 50 mm * in the centre of the appli-
ance in relation to the kitchen cupboard front.

NOTICE

- The wider the ventilation clearance, the more efficiently
the appliance will run.

Fig. 10 (4), the distance between the appliance and the

wall must be at least 40 mm. This is how far the handle

protrudes when the door is open.

4.5 Disposing of packaging

A WARNING

Danger of suffocation due to packing material and plastic
film!

4.6 Connecting the appliance

4.7 Switching on the appliance

» Turn the temperature controller Fig. 3 (1) clockwise to the
position of the middle temperature point between off and
max cold .

> The interior lighting is on.

5 Control
5.1 Refrigerating food

The coldest areas are directly above the vegetable compart-
ments and along the back wall. The warmest area is at the
top front and in the door.

P Store perishable foods such as ready-to-eat meals, meat
and sausages in the coldest area. Place butter and
preserves in the top area and in the door. (see 1 Appli-
ance at a glance)

P Use reuseable plastic, metal, aluminium, glass containers
and foil wrap to store food.

P Always store raw meat and fish in clean, sealed
containers on the bottom shelf of the refrigerator, to
prevent them coming into contact with or dripping onto
other foods.

P Foods that easily absorb or give off smell or taste, as
well as liquids, should be stored in sealed containers or
covered.

» Use the front area of the base shelf only to tempora-
rily set down refrigerated foods, for example while rear-
ranging or sorting the contents. Remember not to leave
refrigerated foods here as they could shift to the back or
tip over when you close the door.

» Do not pack foods too closely together, as the air needs
to circulate.

5.2 Setting the temperature

The temperature is adjustable clockwise between “off” and
“max cold” (coldest temperature, greatest cooling capacity).
We recommend the middle control position, which ensures
an average cold room temperature of approx. 5 °C.

P Turn temperature control Fig. 3 (1).

The temperature depends on the following factors:

- How often the door is opened

- How long the door is open for

- The room temperature of the installation site

- The type, temperature and amount of frozen items

P If necessary, adjust the temperature with the control.

5.3 Shelves

5.3.1 Moving or removing shelves

The shelves are prevented from being pulled out acciden-
tally by pull out stops.

6 Maintenance

6.1 Defrosting

6.1.1 Defrosting refrigerator compartment

The fridge compartment defrosts automatically. The

defrosted water will evaporate. Water drops or a thin layer

of frost or ice can form on the back wall; this is a completely

normal part of the machine’s function.

» Clean the drain hole at regular intervals to allow the
defrost water to drain (see 6.2 Cleaning the appliance] .

6.2 Cleaning the appliance

Clean the appliance regularly.

A WARNING

Risk of injury and damage as a result of hot steam!
Hot steam can lead to burns and can damage the surfaces.
» Do not use any steam cleaners!

NOTICE

Incorrect cleaning damages the appliance!

» Do not use cleaning agents in concentrated form.

» Do not use any scouring or abrasive sponges or steel
wool.

» Do not use any sharp or abrasive cleaning agents, nor
any that contain sand, chloride or acid.

» Do not damage or remove the type plate on the inside of
the appliance.

» Do not allow any cleaning water to enter the drain
channel, ventilation grille or electrical parts.

P Pull out the power plug.

P Clean the vent grille regularly.

P Clean plastic outer and inner surfaces with lukewarm
water and a little washing-up liquid.

» Only use a soft clean cloth to wipe side walls with a
paint finish. In the case of heavy soiling, use lukewarm
water with neutral cleaning agent.

» Use only a soft clean cloth to wipe door surfaces with a
paint finish. In the case of heavy soiling, use a little water
or neutral cleaning agent. A micro-fibre cloth can be used
optionally.

Do not treat the lettering on the painted door surfaces with

harsh, abrasive agents. Wipe off any dirt with a soft cloth

and some water or neutral cleaner.

6.3 Replacing the interior lighting

An LED lamp is used as standard illumination for the interior
space in the appliance.

The power supply (AC) and voltage at the operating
point must comply with the details on the rating plate
(see 1 Appliance at a glance] .

When a LED is used:

QO Only use the original LED lamp from the manufacturer,
max. 15 W. The lamp can be obtained from customer
service or a specialist dealer (see 6.4 Customer service] .
